This series of studies identifies psychosocial factors associated with treatment adherence in adults with type 1 and type 2 diabetes.  One pilot and feasibility project will develop and test a group-based intervention to treat distress and improve adherence in distressed patients with type 1 diabetes who are in suboptimal control.
