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POLICY ON CREDIT FOR THE ADVANCED PLACEMENT EXAMINATION

Students who have taken the Advance Placement Examination in high school may qualify for college credit.
1. A score of 1, 2, or 3 does not earn credit or exemption.
2. A score of 4 or 5 earns credit for the equivalent SCW course. In Computer Science A and Physics, a score of 5 is required to

earn credit.
